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INTRODUCTION
1.  The Polson Development Code (PDC) contains the zoning and 

development regulations for the City of Polson and the unincorporated 

area surrounding the city limits.  The PDC area encompasses +/- 14 

square miles.

2.  The PDC area is a cooperative planning area: It is administered by 

City of Polson Building & Planning Department on land within the city 

limits and by the Lake County Planning Department outside of the city 

limits. 



3. The PDC requires permits for land divisions and building activities, 

with the complexity of the review depending on the complexity of the 

development project.

4. The Polson City-County Planning Board, consisting of city and county 

residents, holds hearings and makes recommendations on land use 

and development applications.  The Planning Board also makes  

recommendations on any changes to the PDC.  

5. Except in specific cases, final decisions on development projects are 

made by the Polson City Commission and Lake County 

Commissioners.



6. The Polson and Lake County Boards of Adjustment have 

also been appointed to decide variance requests, special 

exceptions and appeals when necessary. 

7. The regulations do not apply to land owned by the 

CS&KT, Tribal members or on Tribal Trust land.
