AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE SAFETY OF PEDRSTRIANS: FOR THE RE*-
PAIR OF SIDEWAILXS: FOR THE REMOVAL OF SIDEWALKS AND CORSSINGS: FOR
THY PREVEKTINY OF THE USE OP SIDEWALKS WHICH MAY BRCOME UNSAFE FOR
PEDESTRIANS: AND PROVIDINZ THAT THE COST OF ALL REAPIRS 70 SIDEW/ILKS
AND THE REMOVAL THERFEOF BY THE CIVY, SHALL BE TAXED AGAINST THE
ABBUTTING P“OD“RLY AND CREATILNG AN EMERZENCY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THZ CI.Y OF POLSON, MONTANA :

SECLION 1. Whenever any sidewnlk is in an unssfe condition for ped-
estrisns, ftsshallibe the duty of the street commissioner,
to place a suitahle obstruction on either side of that

part of the sidewalk whicrh is in unsafe condition, snd rnotify the
owner or occupént of the abutting property that such sidewslk must

be repaired, or if the ‘abutting property be unoccupied and the owner
cannot be found within the city, then the street commissioner shall
post & notice on such property reguiring such walk to be ‘repeired.

If such walk be not properly repalred within twenty-four hours of the
giving of the notice, as rerein provided, then the street commission-
er shall report the facts to the mayor, and the mayor may csuse such
cidewalks to be repaired orremoved by the city.

SECTION 2. All repsirs to sidewalks made by the city shall be paid
out of the special fund, and the city clerk shall keep
a separate account of the cost of such repesirs and charge
the sbutting property therewith, and between the first and tenth
days '‘of October of each year, shall certify to the city tressurer’
a list of 811 property charseable with repair of allsidewalks for.
the year ending September thirtieth of such yeer, with the amount
of the cost of repairs for which each separste parcel is chargeable,
to which cost of repairs he shall add interest at the rate of six &
per cent per annum from the date of the incurring of such charge
by the city, and ten per cent additional to cover cost and charges
of administration, and such items shall constitute a tax against
the property, affected therehy, and shcu tax shall be collected by
the city treesurer, and if not naid on or before November thirtieth
of the year certified, the property, affected thereby, shall be sold
3 by the city treasurer for delinquent taxes, after being advertised
for sale by him, as in the case of property sold for delinquent
special improvement assessments, and 8ll taxes collected under the
provisions of this ordinance shall be placed in the speciel fund of
the city.

SECTION 3. Where a8 sidewalk is removed by order of the Msyor, as
herein provided, unless the owner of the abutting
property shall take away from the street or avenue the

material, of which such sidewalk is constructed, the same is removed

by the city, then the street oommissioner shall dispose of such
meterial to the hest advantage and the cost of the removal of the
sidewalk end disposition of the meteriel, less any amount realized
out of the sale of the materisl, if sold, shall be a tax sgeinst the.
ebutting property, and shell be eertified and collected, &s herein
provided for repairs made to sidewalks of the city, together with
interest and charges of ddministration, as hereinbefore provided.
